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This volume is a 2020 discussion paper on the food and nutrition situation in Africa.  It was essentially prepared to provide background information for an all-Africa conference on food security in Africa which was held in April of 2004 in Kampala, Uganda.  The sixty-nine page document covers a range of topics such as an overview of food and nutrition security; food and nutrition in Africa; current status and trends; action to address food and nutrition; insecurity and advancing food and nutrition security.

In the quest for sustainability on the continent of Africa, it is imperative to ensure that one of the basic human needs in Africa is met on a permanent basis.  Agricultural production of basic food-staff is bound to contribute to the much needed security in the food production area.  Investment in stapple food crop is a necessity that will build the much needed capacity of Africans to feed themselves.  While African governments have extended themselves in investing in cash crop production, they have not done as much in domestic food production.  Many countries in Africa that used to be self-sufficient in food production, now have to import food from foreign countries.  The work is informative and has tables and figures that can be useful to researchers and students.  It is a good resource material.  It is highly recommended.
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
